o Removal of single-family uses. The goal is to preserve existing manufactured
home parks, as it is affordable housing.
o Site development standards added to this section for Manufactured Home Parks
e CDD explained that a future Zoning Map change will remove RMH zoning from smaller,
individual lots.
e Needed Housing is defined in ORS 197.303 and includes Manufactured Homes on
individual lots and in Manufactured Home Parks.
